- Expecied
starters for the Black and Yellow are 6’0 senior guard Robbie Deaton (9.3 ppg), 6’4 junior wing Josh
Thomas (8.0 ppg), 6’0 junior wing Tyler Arnott (11.8 ppg), 6'1 senior guard Matt Casto (5.3 ppg) and
5’8 senior point guard Greg Saylor (4.9 ppg).
